Meeting Rail Reinforcement helps your windows carry a better wind  
load and make them last for years. Unlike many competitors, EPW uses  
full length16 gauge galvanized steel reinforcement that fi ts snug and 
won’t rattle in the wind, extending the life of your windows.

Glazing Bead is what keeps the glass units in place. EPW mitres heavy 
duty glazing bead for an exact fi t and superior strength. Most competi-
tors use a lighter overlapping bead creating less support for the glass 
and an unattractive appearance.  

Glazing Bead 

Sash Reinforcement isn’t just used for strength, EPW uses it for security 
as well by securing their locks directly into the 16 gauge galvanized 
steel. Several of our competitors don’t use sash reinforcement, or don’t 
anchor the reinforcement with the lock, so their window is less secure.
